Drafted into the U.S. Army
in the summer of 1943. He
received his draft notice
while living in Tulsa, OK
and reported for military
service at Fort Sill. Trooper
Henderson was assigned to
the 10th Cavalry
Headquarters Troop at Camp Lockett, CA where he
received his basic training in horsemanship. When the 2nd
Cavalry Division was shipped out (dismounted) to North
Africa and then deactivated, Trooper Henderson was
there. He ended up with the 1334th Engineers in Italy.
Trooper Henderson received his Honorable Discharge in
1945 at Fort Lewis in Washington. Trooper Henderson
has been a member of the Greater Los Angeles Area
Chapter of the 9th & 10th (Horse) Cavalry Association
since it received its Charter on July 30th, 1988.

Trooper Henderson has held the offices of Vice President
and Treasurer with the Los Angeles Chapter. Like many
of our original Buffalo Soldier veterans Trooper Waldo
Henderson was present at Fort Leavenworth on July 25th,
1992 when the Buffalo Soldier Monument was dedicated
by then Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff General
Colin Powell.

“The Houston Riot/Mutiny of
1917 was one of the saddest chapters in the history of
American race relations.”

It vividly illustrated the problems that the nation
struggled with on the home front during wartime. Based on
these types of situations in the nation and even on the
battlefields, the United States Veterans Administration
should automatically grant every black combat veteran a
50% disability stressor for defending freedom and the
American way of life. We will examine in detail the events
that lead to the deaths of: eight Klan supporters, five police
officers and the following Buffalo Soldier martyrs: Trooper
Vida Henry, Trooper J.W Mattes, Trooper M.D. Everton E

and Trooper Bryant W. (last name unknown per record).
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A DECEMBER TO REMEMBER

On or about 11:30 a.m. Thursday morning, August 23, 1917, two over zealous white
Houston policemen brutally pistol whipped and arrested an unarmed Buffalo Soldier for
interfering with their arrest of a local black lady. When an unarmed black military policeman|
(MP) came to inquire about the probable cause of the soldier’s beating and arrest, words
(like N----r) were said to have been exchanged. One of the more racist police officer began

to pistol whip the unarmed MP. The MP managed to flee in a hale of gun fire

&l | from the Houston police. The MP was chased into an unoccupied house, where

he surrendered. The Buffalo Soldier was taken to police headquarters for
questioning and soon released. Unfortunately, rumor had gotten to the Buffalo
Soldiers at Camp Logan that the MP had been shot & killed. After several
minutes of mounting tension, the rumor mill brought word to camp that the MP
was in fact alive but being held unlawfully. After the turn of events at Camp
Logan, between white officers and enlisted personnel, the black soldiers went on
“Red Alert” expecting the worse and the worse was about to happen. The Buffalo Soldiers
were advised of a very large angry gun welding mob of white citizens (Klansmen, police
officers and white militants) were on their way to Camp Logan to fight. The Buffalo Soldiers
readied themselves to march out and meet the mob with deadly force if necessary.

Early on the morning of August 24th, civil authorities imposed a curfew in Houston.
On Aug. 25th, the army hustled the Third Battalion aboard a train to Columbus, New Mexico.
There, seven black mutineers agreed to testify against the others in exchange for clemency.
The Texas Historical Commission erected a plaque in 1992 in honor of the Buffalo Soldiers
who were truly some of the first martyrs for people of color in a struggle for equality in this
great nation.

“A December to Remember”, the 1917 sacrifices of martyrs in the 24" Infantry Regiment,
our Buffalo Soldier comrades. The following military history accounts are from an article I
stumbled upon: LEVELING THE PLAYING FIELDS Edward Rudy “Bud” Porter and
the Houston Riot of 1917, published in the Great Bend (Kansas) Tribune in 1924: Between
November 1, 1917, and March 26, 1918, the army held three separate courtsmartial in the
chapel at Fort Sam Houston in San Antonio, TX. The military tribunals indicted 118 enlisted
men (Buffalo Soldiers) of I Company for participating in the mutiny and riot, and found 110
guilty. It was wartime, and the sentences were harsh. Nineteen mutinous soldiers were
hanged and sixty-three received life sentences in federal prison. One was judged incompetent
to stand trial. Two white officers faced courts-martial, but they were released. No white
civilians were brought to trial. (To Be Continued In The Next Issue)
