     For the release of your “A Miracle At St Anna” 

movie  . This movie is the start of legendary status for 

the 92nd Infantry Division of WWII,1944.  Thru the 

fictional eyes of heroes that fought dual wars in every 

conflict that the African-American Soldier has 

participated in, the characters of the movie reflects 

the emotions felt by the majority of                    

African-American service personnel. The patriotism 

that called to the American side of their heritage to 

duty, while the disrespect of fellow service leaders 

challenged the abilities and courage of these 

dedicated service persons. The inhabitants of the 

Italian countryside greeted them with open arms and 

welcomed liberation by any patriots black or white.
