 Trooper Frederick Douglass Jones WWII Vet -  

  Enlisted in the Army 

on March 3rd, 1943  

one month after the 

War  Department had 

reactivated the 2nd 

Cavalry Division 

which was comprised 

of the original 9th & 

10th (Horse) Cavalry 

Regiments and two 

new horse regiments 

the 27th & 28th      

Cavalries. Trooper 

Jones was stationed at Camp Lockett with the 28th     

Cavalry, sister regiment to the 10th Cavalry. While in the 

U.S. the 2nd Cavalry Division   provided Border Patrol 

duty between the U.S. and Mexico. In 1944 the 2nd    

Cavalry Division was shipped out to North Africa and 

then unceremoniously deactivated. Trooper Jones was 

reassigned to the 92nd Infantry Division where he saw 

action in Italy and in the Philippines, where he was 

wounded and received the  Purple Heart.  

Transferred to Fiddler’s Green  on December  27, 2002.

Continuing on the 

road he comes to a field camp where he finds 

all the troopers who have gone before him, with 

their campfires, tents and pickets lines neatly 

laid out. All other branches of the military must 

continue to march without pause. Cavalry 

though are authorized to dismount, unsaddle 

and stay in Fiddler’s Green ...their canteens 

ever full...the grass always green and enjoy the 

companionship and reminisce with old friends. 
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        FLAGPOLE  DEDICATION - Hagerstown, Maryland  

It was a pleasing warm day with clear skies on May 28, 2011 in the Great Appalachian Valley of 

North Western MD in Hagerstown. Located at 108 West North Avenue in Hagerstown Maryland 

stands a wooden plank house that has been redressed with wood siding, painted blue, and a front 

stoop that still shows remnants of limestone covered with poured concrete that attaches a step to 

the front door. This house was the home of Corporal William Othello Wilson and his family after 

the end of his military career.      

 

On the south end of North Avenue, Pennsylvania Avenue intersects. As you travel down Pennsylvania Avenue three streets connect 

by a grassy median. This median is called “Medal of Honor Triangle Square” dedicated to William O Wilson in 1988. Local        

residents congregate around the Triangle Square and along Pennsylvania Avenue to get a view of what looks like soldiers and horses 

on the corner of North and Pennsylvania Avenues marching toward the square.  The closer they get it resembles a scene from the 

18

th

 century of soldiers on foot and horseback with women and children.  At the rear a caparisoned horse that symbolizes a warrior 

who would ride no more follows.  

 

 Corporal William Othello Wilson’s Congressional Medal of Honor waits 

on a pedestal at the triangle as the Re-enactors from the Baltimore Buffalo 

Soldiers that includes the Granddaughter in law of Corporal Wilson, Mary 

Jones and Great, Great, Great,   Grandson Master Kyleia Pearson approach 

the square. On this day a flag pole has been erected and will be dedicated to 

Corporal William O Wilson. 

Other groups participating 

were the Vision Quest National 

mounted troops from Big 

Lodge Franklin, Pa and the 

Milford Mills Marine ROTC from Baltimore, Maryland. 

 

The keynote speaker Major General Jerry Curry US Army Retired is a highly decorated 

combat veteran, Army Aviator, Paratrooper and Ranger. In his career he has served as 

Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense in the Carter Administration, Press Secretary to 

the Secretary of Defense in the Reagan Administration, and worked in international 

relations, public affairs, management, aviation research and development. The American Flag is raised upward to the clear blue sky 

as Fiddler’s Green is recited and the caparisoned horse gently passes by as a bugler plays taps. The crowd stands proudly and quietly 

hearing only the horse’s iron shoes against the asphalt as it passes by.  

 

Hagerstown Maryland will forever be part of the history of the Buffalo Soldiers for Corporal Wilson is laid to rest there at the Rose 

Hill Cemetery. The Hagerstown residents were also given the pleasure to meet Trooper Bill Decatur one of the last original Buffalo 

Soldiers who has been a member of the Baltimore Chapter since its inception.
